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4th PWincident in a week at IndiGo: Plane
returns to Kolkata after mid-air engine stall

ONE OF THE Pratt and Whit-
ney engines of an IndiGo
A320neo plane thatwas head-
ing from Kolkata to Pune on
Wednesday evening stalled
mid-air, forcing the pilot to
return to the Kolkata airport,
making it the fourth such inci-
dent involving PW engines at
the low-cost carrier in a week,
asource said.

On three consecutive days
from October 24 to 26,IndiGo
had three in-flight PW engine
shutdowns, compelling the
aviation regulator DGCA to
visit the airline’s premises on
Monday to review the mainte-
nance and safety data.

“The Kolkata-Pune flight
6E-862 onWednesday evening
was gaining altitude and at

around 9,000 feet, one of its
engines stalled. The pilot
immediately turned back and
brought the aircraft to the
Kolkata airport. The plane is
currently grounded,” the
source privy to the develop-
ment said.

The Directorate General of
Civil Aviation (DGCA) directed
the low-cost carrier on Mon-
day to replace the PW engines
of 16 A320neo aircraft, which
were used for over 3,000
hours,within the next 15 days
or face grounding of these
planes.

It issued similar instruc-
tions to GoAir on Tuesday,ask-
ingittoreplace the PWengines
of 13 A320neo aircraft, which
were used for over 3,000
hours,within thenext 15 days.

“IndiGo A320neo was
operating Kolkata-Pune flight

6E-862.During flight the pilot
observed an engine #1 caution
message. Pilot carried out the
necessary checklist and
returned the aircraft to
Kolkata. The aircraft is cur-
rently withdrawn from opera-
tions and is under mainte-
nance inspections. Alternate
arrangements for all the pas-
sengers have been made,” a
spokesperson of IndiGo said in
a statement.

With a share of around
48% of the domestic air pas-
senger market, IndiGo is the
largest airline in India.

The PW engine-powered
A320neoplanesin the fleets of
IndiGo and GoAir have been
facing glitches both mid-air
and on-ground since their
induction in 2016, which has
also led to grounding of some
planes.

Sanofi cuts price of TB drug by 66%, Indians may benefit most

GLOBAL BIO-PHARMACEU-
TICAL COMPANY Sanofi has
announced a 66% reduction
in the price of tuberculosis
(TB) drug rifapentine (Priftin)
aspartofanagreement signed
with multilateral funding
agency Unitaid and interna-
tional organisation The Global
Fund to fight TB, AIDS and
malaria.

The announcement came
at the 50th Union World Con-
ference on Lung Health 2019
held in Hyderabad. The scale-

up of affordable rifapentine
stands to benefit overa million
people in India, where more
people suffer from TB than
anywhere elsein theworld, the
company said in a statement.
Through the agreement,
Sanofi brought down price of
rifapentine 150 mg tablets
from €13.60/pack of 24
tablets to €4.62 /pack,a 66%
discount.The discounted price
will be available to the public
sectors of low-income coun-
tries, lower-middle income
countries and upper-middle-
income countries with a high
burden of TB and TB-HIV.

“We believe that this sus-
tainable commercial approach
will widen access to the new
standard of care for latent
tuberculosis infection,” said
Jon Fairest, vice president,
external affairs-Africa and

Eurasia Middle East, Sanofi.

Unitaid is the world’s
largest multilateral funding
agency for tuberculosis
research and development. Its
funding for TB is expected to
reach $300 million in 2020.
The Global Fund is a partner-
shipdesigned toaccelerate the
end of AIDS, TB and malaria as
epidemics.Asan international
organisation, the Global Fund
mobilises and invests more
than $4 billion a year to sup-
port programmes in 100 coun-
tries.
