Shipping costs ease but MSME
exporters still face difficulties

New Delhi, June 13

GLOBAL FREIGHT RATES
have dropped 209% since the
Ukraine war started on Febru-
ary 24,in signs that a supply-
chain disruption is easing,
although the rates are still
13% higher than a year ear-
lier. Trade sources told FE that
while containeravailability has
improved for Indian exporters
in recent weeks, small and
medium players are still facing
this issue. Nevertheless, the
easing rates have brightened
India’s export prospects at a
timewhenitiseyeingasecond
straightyear of robust growth.
According to Drewry’s
composite World Container
Index, the rate for a 40-foot
container declined to $7,579
as of June 9 from $9,477 as of
February 24, but it’s still up
139% from a year before.
Freight costs had spiked in
2022, as demand for goods
surged following an industrial

But a lockdown in select
cities of China in recent
months to contain a fresh
surge in Covid cases has puta
leash on Chinese demand for
containers. Similarly, global
growth has come under strain
after the Ukraine conflict
caused international com-
modity prices — especially of
oil — to surge. These factors
have resulted in the drop in
shipping costs.

However, given the spike in
global oil prices and uncertain-
ties around the Ukraine war,
shipping costs may not go
down considerably from the
current level.

Moreover, once Chinese
demand starts rising again,
freight costs may inch up.

Mahesh Desai,chairman of
the engineering exporters’
body EEPC India, said the situ-
ation has improved, both in
terms of shipping costs and
container availability.

Metal prices fall from April

GLOBAL PRICES OF base
metals have fallen 9-17%
since April from highly-ele-
vated levels, providing some
comfort to user industries in
India, which have seen sharp
spikes in input prices in tan-
dem with the world trend.

However, some metals
like copper and aluminium
have of late turned volatile
again.

Analysts say though some
correction was due after the
rally caused by the geopoliti-
cal turbulence, metal prices
are likely to remain some-
what elevated through the
current year, amid high
volatility.

Between April 11 and May
10, aluminium prices have
fallen by 15% on the LME,
copper by 9% and zinc by
17%. The domestic price of
hot-rolled coil (HRC) of steel
in China also fell 15%.
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But since then, prices have
staged some recovery.As on
June 10, zinc prices on the
LME are up by 3% and copper
by 2% though aluminium
prices continued to slide a bit.
China’s domestic HRC prices
are up 11% from the level a
month ago. In India, steel
prices are dependent on the
landed cost of imports, while
prices for other metals are
mostly linked to LME prices.
